Analysis of Budget Request

The Post-Prison Transfer Board is responsible for conducting parole hearings throughout the State; for making decisions on the conditional 
release of inmates from correctional facilities; and reviewing all pardon and executive clemency applications and making non-binding 
recommendations to the Governor. The Board is responsible for granting, denying, suspending, and revoking parole in accordance with 
legislative criteria and board policy. The Board consists of seven full-time members appointed by the Governor to staggered seven-year terms. 
The Chairman of the Board, as designated by the Governor, also serves as an ex-officio member of the Board of Corrections.

The Board is funded from General Revenues through the Miscellaneous Agencies Fund Account.
