Hospital staff assists them in completion of the necessary paperwork to 
acknowledge paternity if that is the parent's desire. 

B. License Suspension Program - The Office of Child Support Enforcement is authorized to suspend 
driver's licenses, game and fish licenses, professional and business licenses, and vehicle tags of 
non-custodial parents if certain conditions exist on a case.
